- Meenutada Eesti ja Parnu tGhte parimat naismaletajat (Leili Pdrnpuu vditis Eesti naiste MV-I
5 kulda, 10 hébedat ja 6 pronksi, esindas Eesti koondist 9 maleoliimpial, kus tema
individuaalselt parimaks tulemuseks jéi 2002. a Bledi maleoliimpial saavutatud hébemedal
teisel laual méngides).

- Selgitada 2026. a Eesti naiste meistrid kiirmales.

- Voistluse pdhjal antakse valja Parnumaa naiste kiirmale MV-te medalid.

- Propageerida malet naiste ja neidude hulgas ning jatkata naiste maleturniiride korraldamise
traditsiooni Parnus.

IV Voistluste korraldus ja voistlemistingimused

Korraldatakse kaks eraldi turniiri.

A-turniiril saavad osaleda k&ik naismaletajad, sh noored. A-turniiril selgitatakse valja 2026. a Eesti
naiste ning seenioride (50+ ja 65+) kiirmale meistrid.

A-turniiril osalevad Eesti maletajad peavad omama EML-i litsentsi (litsentsi ei pea omama
valismangijad, kes ei vOistle Eesti MV-te arvestuses).

B-turniiril saavad osaleda neiud (sa. 2009 ja nooremad), kellel ei ole 1. veebr 2026 reitingut.
Molemal turniiril mangitakse 7 vooru Sveitsi siisteemis, motlemisajaga 15 min + 3 sek igale kaigule
(B-turniiri tapne formaat véib muutuda ja see soltub osalejate arvust). Koik voorud mangitakse FIDE
reeglite jargi, kasutades jargmisi erisusi:

- Midngualale on keelatud tuua kohtunikule vastuvéetamatuid elektroonilisi seadmeid (nditeks
sisseliilitatud mobiiltelefon). Kui mistahes selline seade tekitab heli, siis otsustab kohtunik
eksinud mdngijale mddratava karistuse, milleks voib olla ka sellele mdngijale partii kaotatuks
tunnistamine.

- Kui mdngija segab hdiirivalt teisi méngijaid, siis otsustab kohtunik voistlust segava mdngija
eemaldamise turniirilt.

V Paremusjarjestuse madramine

Vordsete partiipunktide korral kahel vdi enamal maletajal selgitatakse paremusjarjestus
alljargnevalt:

a) Buchholz ilma nérgima vastaseta;

b) Buchholz ilma kahe ndrgema vastaseta;

c) omavaheline kohtumine.

VII Autasustamine

A- turniir: voistluse vditjat, parimat Parnumaa naist, parimat G18 ja G14 mangijat autasustatakse
karikaga. Parimatele on rahalised auhinnad: | koht- 300€; |l koht — 250¢€ ja Ill koht — 150¢€.
A-turniiri kolme paremat Eesti naismaletajat, kolme parimat 50+ ja 65+ autasustatakse Eesti
MV-te medali ja diplomiga. Eesti meistrivdistlustel saab (ks mangija mitu medalit, kui ta on
mitmes kategoorias esikolmikus.

Eriauhinnad:

-Eesti naiste kiirmale meister 125€; Eesti naiste kiirmale meistrid vanuses 50+ ja 65+ a'75€ (Eesti
MV-te eriauhinnad antakse tingimusel, et vdistlejad ei saa p&hiauhinda);

-parim Parnumaa naine 75€; parim G18 75€ ja parim G14 75€. Eriauhinnad antakse valja juhul,
kui kategoorias osaleb vahemalt 3 vdistlejat.

B- turniir: voistluste vditjat autasustatakse karikaga ning kolme paremat auhinnaga.
Vanusegruppide parimaid autasustatakse karikaga (G14, G10, Parnumaa G14 ja G10). Lisaks
auhinnad vanusegruppides 2. ja 3. koha saavutanud vdistlejatele, kui osaleb vahemalt 5
vOistlejat.

NB! Kui eriauhinna saaja on parim mitmes kategoorias (sh pdhiauhind), antakse valja ainult tks

(lisa)auhind. Vaistlejad saavad ainult Ghe auhinna.

VIl Majandamine

Voistluse viib labi Tallinna Maleklubi ning voistluse korraldust toetavad Parnu linn, Eesti
Kultuurkapital ja sponsorid. Eesti MV-te medalid annab Eesti Maleliit. Vdistluse labiviimisega seotud
kulud kaetakse korraldajate poolt, toetustest, sponsorluse korras ja osavotumaksudest.

Voistluste osavotumaks on 20 eurot taiskasvanud vdistleja ja 10 eurot noore (slinniaastaga 2008 ja
nooremad) voi veterani (slinniaastaga 1961 ja vanemad) kohta ning see tasutakse voistluspaigas
korraldajale. Parnumaa koolides dppivatele noortele on osavotutasu 5 eurot. Osavotutasust on
vabastatud WGM tiitliga mangijad, kes registreeruvad hiljemalt 28. jaanuariks 2026.

NB! Vastavalt Eesti Maleliidu 10.06.2024 (ldkoosoleku otsusele on 2026. aasta litsentsitasud
jargmised: aastalitsents on 30 eurot (kolmkiimmend eurot) kui seda tasub liikkmesklubi; U18-
aastastel noortel (siinniaasta 2008 ja hiljem) ja S60 seenioridel (slinniaasta 1966 ja varem) on
aastalitsentsitasud 15 eurot, kui seda tasub liikmesklubi. Kui litsentsitasu Eesti Maleliidule tasub
maletaja ise ja/vdi litsentsitasu maksev klubi ei kuulu EML-i liikmeskonda, siis on litsentsitasud 1,5
korda suuremad.

regulations

| The purpose of the tournament

- To honour one of the best female players of Estonia and Parnu (Leili Pdrnpuu won 5 gold, 10
silver and 6 bronze medals from Estonian championships; represented Estonia in 9 chess
Olympiads where her best result was a silver medal on the second board in 2002 Bled
Olympiad)

- To award the medals for Estonian rapid championships in the categories for women’s, W50+
and W65+

- To promote chess among women and girls

- To continue the tradition of women tournaments in Parnu

Il Time and location
The tournament will be held on the 1st of February 2026 starting at 11:00 at Estonia Resort Hotel &
Spa Conference Centre (A.H. Tammsaare pst 6, Parnu). Registration until 10:45.

Il Participants
All women and girl players who have registered by the deadline.

IV Organisation
Two separate tournaments will be held.
A-tournament for all women players, including youth. Estonian championship’s medals will be
awarded based on the A tournament results.
All Estonian players participating in A tournament need to have a valid Estonian Chess Federation
licence (foreign players who are not competing for the Estonian championships medals do not need
to have the licence).
B-tournament for all girls (2009 and younger) who do not have a rating as of the 1st of February
2026.
Both tournaments will have 7 rounds in Swiss system, with 15 min + 3 sec time control (the format
of the B-tournament may change depending on the number of participants). All the rounds will be
played according to FIDE rules, including:
- No electronic devices are allowed at the playing area. If the device makes whichever noise,
the punishment can include losing the game.
- If the participant is disturbing other players, the arbiter has the right to exclude that player
from the tournament.

V Tie-breaks

In case of equal points, the following criteria will be used:
a) Buchholz without the weakest opponent;

b) Buchholz without two weakest opponents;

c) Direct encounter

VIl Prizes
A-tournament: the winner, best Parnumaa women, best G18 and G14 players will be awarded
with a cup. The monetary prizes include: | place —300€; Il place — 250€ and Ill place — 150€.
The 3 best Estonian players, best Estonian 50+ players and best Estonian 65+ players will be
awarded with Estonian championships medals and diplomas. If one player is among the top
three in multiple categories, they can receive multiple Estonian championships medals.
Special prizes:
- Estonian championships prizes: winner 125€, 50+ and 65+ winner 75€ (Estonian
championships special prizes will be awarded if the winners won’t receive a main prize)
- best Parnumaa women 75€; best G18 75€, best G14 75€. The special prizes will be awarded
in case of at least 3 participants per category.
B-tournament: the winner will be awarded with a cup and three best players with special prizes.
Best players per age groups will be awarded with cups (G14, G10, Parnumaa G14 and G10). The
additional prizes for 2nd and 3rd places in age groups will be awarded in case of at least 5
participants per age group.
NB! If the player receiving a special prize is the best in multiple categories (including a main prize),
only one (special) prize will be given. All participants will receive only one prize.

VIl Organiser

The tournament will be organised by Tallinn Chess Club and supported by the City of Parnu, Eesti
Kultuurkapital and sponsors. The medals for the Estonian championships will be provided by the
Estonian Chess Federation. All costs will be covered by organisers, sponsors and participation fees.

The participation fee is 20 euros for adult players and 10 euros for youth players (2008 or younger)
or seniors (1961 or older) and it can be paid in cash at the venue. For students at schools in Parnu,
the participation fee is 5 euros. WGM-titled players who have registered before the 28th of January
have free participation.

X General information
All issues not mentioned in the regulations will be solved by the organiser in collaboration with the
chief arbiter.

According to the Estonian Chess Federation general assembly in 10.06.2024, the licence fees in 2026
are the following: yearly licence 30€ if paid by a member club; U18 (born 2008 or later) and s60
(born 1966 or earlier) 15€ if paid by a member club. If the licence is paid by the player or by non-
member club, the fee is 15 times higher.

The athlete, coach and all other persons involved in the Estonian championships are familiar with
and comply with the law (see especially § 11 of the Sports Act), the Estonian Rules of Sports Ethics
(ESER) and submit themselves to the procedure for resolving disputes in accordance with the
principles set out therein, as well as other rules against manipulation of sports competition results,
abuse and other rules of sports ethics that are set out in FIDE, EOC and federation documents, are
published and generally available, and also the anti-doping rules that are set out in the World Anti-
Doping Code and have been adopted on its basis.
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
